In order to gather and
process this information it is often necessary for individuals to be able to work cooperatively in interdisciplinary
teams One aspect of a liberal arts education that is distinctively Christian is the truth of God’s grace, which,
once experienced, leads to a heart of compassion and caring for others. Grounded in the truth of God’s word
and the wider perspective of knowledge from a variety of disciplines, Christian liberal arts graduates possess
tools to continue to grow as individuals and to make a contribution to their disciplines, vocations, families,
churches and communities.
